Please review the following important guidelines and restrictions:

The Prom will only be open to 12th-grade students who have met all credit requirements
and their approved guests.

Students and guests must follow all rules set forth by the Colonial School District and the
Chase Center on the Riverfront. (See the attachment for guest passes for more information.)

Prom will be held from 6:00 pm - 10:00 pm. Students and guests should arrive no later than
8:00 pm. You will need to plan for traffic. Anyone arriving after 8:00 pm will not be
permitted to attend and will not receive a refund. Parents and/or arranged transportation
should arrive by 10:00 pm at the end of the prom.

Tickets will be sold on a first-come/first-serve basis and are non-refundable and

non-transferable.

Dinner will be served starting at 7:00 pm. Dinner will be a Buffet,
(If there are any food allergies, please let us know at the time of the ticket purchase.)

Parents/Family members cannot come to the Chase Center on the Riverfront to take
pictures. Families should remain in their vehicles if they are transporting a student to and
from the prom.

Any restrictions/guidelines are subject to change without notice and the Colonial School
District/William Penn High School and the Chase Center on the Riverfront will require all
students, guests, and staff to follow any changes or updates.

The Colonial School District Code of Conduct will be in effect at all times The possession
and/or use and/or being under the influence of alcohol/drugs/vaping and/or possession of
any weapons of any kind are strictly prohibited.

Expectations of student dress will be enforced at all times, with the exception of
strapless/spaghetti-strap dresses.

Prom Night Tips for Parents

Students and guests should be appropriately dressed for prom. If you have any
questions about what appropriate dress is, please refer to the rules around formal dress
(enclosed), the student code of conduct, or contact Mrs. Mathena as soon as possible.
Students and guests who are dressed inappropriately will not be admitted to the
Prom. They will not receive a refund.

Make sure your student has a plan for the evening and that you know what the plan is.
Make arrangements for your student to arrive on time for prom to ensure that they will
eat dinner. Dinner will be served between 7:00 PM and 7:45 PM. Students will not be
admitted after 8:00 PM and they will NOT receive a refund.

Know all of the “hot spot” destinations.

Know who is driving — If it's a limousine, check the company’s policy regarding
allowing alcohol in the vehicle. Students are expected to leave promptly when the
prom is over. Please make sure transportation is on time for departure.

Discuss the school's prom rules with your student and their guest and the
consequences for violating them.
